Day 2 – Jefferson Design & Fine Wine 
Today, immerse yourself in the brilliance of Thomas Jefferson—
visionary, architect, and wine enthusiast. Visit Monticello,       
Jefferson’s iconic mountaintop home, where classical beauty 
meets innovative design. Explore the gardens, interactive        
exhibits, and captivating galleries that bring his world to life. 
Relish a traditional colonial lunch at Historic Michie Tavern, 
then continue to Ash Lawn–Highland, home of President James 
Monroe, to experience early 19th-century plantation life. The day 
ends in true Jeffersonian spirit with a visit to a vineyard along 
the Monticello Wine Trail, the birthplace of American wine.
