Day Ove - Hampton University & Museum and the Emancipation Oak

® Visit the Hampton University Museum. Founded in 1868, this African American museum features fine arts & exhibits on university history. The Hamp-
ton University Museum is the oldest African American museum in the United States and the oldest museum in Virginia.
